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1. CCland Phil's Foils — why the change?

Back in 2002 the business started as a one man show with all the machinary (including the 4x8' CNC table) crammed into
my basement. Phil's Foils seemed an appropriate name at the time. The business back then was a sole
proprietorship, and was strictly building marine foils (rudders, centreboards, daggerboards). Another look was taken
at the name at the time that Dave Bradly joined the business as a co-owner and we incorporated. The days of the
‘one man band' were long over, and we were doing so much more than just marine foils. Now we do car wings, R&D
projects for the National Research Centre, some aero work... in short, just about anything in composites, all be
it often with a recreational/competitive purpose. So we chose the name Competition Composites Inc. (CCI) for our
newly incorporated name, while keeping the valued Phil's Foils brand name for our still significant marine fabrication
business.

2. Why would | buy something from you instead of a mass produced / manufacturer produced foil?

In short, quality. And we've always striven to deliver good product at a reasonable price point... one that we BOTH can
live with. The majority of our marine foils are "one off" constructions with epoxy resins constructed over CNC-shaped
cores. Our cores are either wood, or structural closed-cell foam (such as CoreCell or Divinycell) - NOT the pour-in
urethane foams that are simply heavy but have poor mechanical properties. Our one-off products have full wraps of
laminate around the leading edge (no split-line as in female moulded products) and are much stronger and lighter
than mass produced moulded blades. Higher strength, lower weight, and great shapes: what's not to like?

3. Can you build me something special for my boat that isn’t standard?

Absolutely. We love a creative challenge - that's what brings us in to the shop every day. We've done such diverse jobs
as clear coated carbon splash rails for a classic International 6M yacht, clear coat carbon transom flaps for a racing
dinghy, and a great number of custom tillers of every shape and option that our customers could dream up. Our
tillers, by the way, are typically carbon or fiberglass over a shaped structural foam core. They are incredibly light for
their strength, and have the stiffness to deliver great feel to the helm.

4. Do you work with other service / repair shops?

Yes, this segment of our business continues to grow with the awareness of our name in the marine community. We were
recently complimented on our level of customer service by a well respected Michigan boat shop just recently. And we
do try to provide margin for our business customers to make it worth while for them to sell our work on to the end
customer rather than trying to build replacement foils themselves (a chore most marine repair businesses would skip,
if they could).

5. Can you do insurance work?

We can, and do. We are the recommended foil provider for one of Ontario’'s best known boat insurance brokers, and
have done insurance replacements for boats throughout Canada, the United States, and in fact most of the world.

6. Service is everything to me — how does that look for CCI?

We are a very customer focused business, and that seems to be a rarity in this line of work. We work with you through
the sales process to ensure you are ordering the 'right' product for your needs (and if at the decision point you decide
not to confirm your order, then we part friends and leave the door open for future business). Once your order is in
our book, we frequently send status updates and will provide work-in-progress pictures on request. And once it is out
the door and on your boat we remain available to ensure that you are pleased with the delivered product. | only wish
my own suppliers treated me as well!
